What is compost tea?

Compost tea is a liquid extract of specially produced high quality compost. It contains a great concentration of beneficial microbes and soluble nutrients which is critical to plant growth and development.
This compost is placed in the extraction chamber of a compost tea brewer where it ‘brews’ for 24 to 36 hours in clean water. The duration of the brew cycle will depend up on your objectives and desired outcomes.  

Since the goal is to extract and grow the biology during the brewing cycle, ample aeration is essential. Air pumps and air distribution systems are employed in order to sufficiently charge the water with dissolved oxygen.
Growth of these microbes would be limited without available food resources. These food resources are normally selected based upon the desired biomass of the compost tea. For example, a simple sugar substrate is a suitable food resource for a higher bacterial biomass, or humic acid for a higher fungal biomass.
Only in the correct combination of high quality compost, aeration, microbial foods and handling is where repeatable results can be achieved.
The most important component of making high quality compost tea is the compost that you use. It’s impossible to extract and grow microbes that are not present in the compost regardless of the brewing equipment or food resources you add.
